Did you get Financial Aid? Withdrawing may result in a reduction to the financial aid disbursed to your semester 
bill and may affect your future UMass Boston financial aid eligibility for students who are not maintaining 
Satisfactory Academic Progress.

Review your Account Activity. Check WISER to see if you have an outstanding balance. Outstanding or overdue 
balances will prevent the release of records such as transcripts and may impact your ability to re-enroll.

B. Domestic Students: before the end of add/drop in your first semester, please drop your classes via 
WISER and contact Undergrad.Admissions@umb.edu to cancel or defer your acceptance. 

Any student looking to withdraw from the university after add/drop, please complete the withdrawal 
application.

Do you live in the Residence Halls? Contact the Office of Housing and Residential Life to discuss canceling your 
Housing License request. If you withdraw from all of your classes, you will not be permitted to remain in on-
campus housing.

How to withdraw: 
 
Read and complete the Undergraduate Withdrawal Form. 
 
Transferring to a new school? 
 
Institutions often ask for a letter of clearance (Dean’s Certification, Transfer College Report, etc.) from the 
current or previous school that you attended. If the school you are planning to attend has not provided you with 
a form or “letter of clearance” for our Dean of Students Office to complete, you can find our Deans Certification 
Form here. The Dean of Students Office will fill out the form, or attach our own letter of clearance when 
applicable.
